We were there for our legislators; it is now time for all our legislators to be there for us.
How do we gain our Senator’s support? Besides contacting the senators, contact the people who came to us for our support when these same legislators were campaigning for public office. 
Contact your committee person, ward leader, township chairperson, and county chairman and: 
Remind them, we are the people who agreed to place their lawn signs in front of our homes, an indication we trusted and believed in them and extended our reputation in their behalf. 

Remind them, we are the people who went door-to-door to acquirer signatures on their petitions so they were allowed to run for public office. 

Remind them, we are the people who went door-to-door asking people to come and vote for them, again extending our reputation in their behalf. 

Remind them, we were the people who stood at the polls, even if the weather was rainy, bitter cold or snowy, we were there for them. 
Remind them, it didn’t matter to the voters what the weather was on Election Day, we still made it to the polls to vote for them. 

Our legislators are two of the most powerful senators in the Senate. They have the power to block the 17-35 Runway extension. If the runway is extended, it will be because our legislators did not try hard enough or care enough to block it.
